The above was part of the Gospel 
reading for April, 16, 2010. The 
meditation for that day from the 
Living Faith, written by Sr. Melanie 
Svoboda, S.N.D. said and I quote; 
 
ñTHE DISCIPLES WERE GOOD at 
assessing situations. They skillfully 
estimated the numbers and com-
puted costs. Philip, for example, 
deduced that 200 days wages 
would not be enough to buy food 
for so many people. Andrew, notic-
ing a boy with five barley loaves 
and two fish, concluded, ñWhat 
good are these for so many?ò The 
apostles were stumped. The situa-
tion looked hopeless. We of 
course, know what happened in 
the end: Jesus miraculously pro-
vided more than enough food for 
every man, woman and child. 
 
Sometimes weôre stumped by cer-
tain situations in our families, work-
places, parishes or nations. Every-
thing looks hopeless. Thatôs pre-
cisely the time we must turn to Je-
sus and ask for his help. He just 
might work things out in ways we 
could not even imagine.ò 
 
Do you see yourself in these 
words? I sure did. How often do 
we try to assess situations that we 
deem hopeless?
