How do I register for the Encounter?

You can fax form to 
512.746.2030, or e-mail form to nationalcursillo.center@verizon.net.  Use a 
separate Encounter Registration Form for each person. 
 
There is a $40.00 non-refundable fee for all cancellations up until May 31, 
2011.  No refunds after May 31, 2011 – No exceptions!  The National Cursillo® 
Center is responsible for the payment to the University even when you cancel.
